Pamplona has an airport with regular flights to
Madrid, Barcelona, Sevilla, Malaga, Baleares,
Canarias, London and Edinburgh. The nearest
international airport is in Bilbao, with flights to many
European cities. There is a bus from Bilbao to San
Sebastian.

You can travel to San Sebastian from Madrid and Barcelona (and other Spanish

cities) by train.

The bus is also an option, with routes to many cities throughout Spain. There is
a direct connection with Adolfo Suarez-Barajas Airport in Madrid.

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Healthcare and medical
insurance

To receive healthcare in Spain, international students
need medical insurance which has a good coverage,
valid for a whole academic year, to be renewed
annually.

Students from the EU can use their European Health Insurance Card for healthcare,
but private insurance will include more coverage (like repatriation) which is advisable.

To open a bank account your will need to have a TIE
(Foreign Identity Card), which takes some time to
obtain.

Cell Phones

There are several cell phone companies in Spain
offering competitive deals.
