OBJETIVOS:

APROXIMACION PEDAGOGICA DE ILCE

El programa se centra en el desarrollo de las competencias orales y escritas en espafiol, a través de

LITERACIDAD GLOBAL Y RESULTADOS DE APRENDIZAJE

“Global responsible literacy” o "la literacidad global responsable” mide la capacidad del estudiante de
involucrarse en practicas socioculturales como la creacion, presentacion e interpretacion de ideas a
partir de textos orales y escritos en espafiol. No s6lo engloba la comunicacion oral y escrita sino que
ademas enfatiza el razonamiento critico y la responsabilidad social del alumno para que pueda
apreciar e interpretar adecuadamente el significado de artefactos culturales, artisticos, asi como el
dominio de nuevas tecnologias.

Competencias y objetivos

THE SPANISH PROGRAM: GOALS
The three primary goals of the program are:
(1) Developing oral and written communicative abilities in Spanish.

(2) Understanding the rich culture of the Spanish-speaking world through varied texts and cultural
artifacts.

(3) Studying and understanding the Spanish language, from grammar and orthography to writing
with coherence, cohesion, and accuracy.

PEDAGOGICAL APPROACH

The program focuses on the development of written and oral communicative abilities in Spanish
through an interactive activity-based approach. Courses are based on active learner participation.
Students are expected to engage in interactive small and large-group activities. The different tasks
presented in class will require students to use Spanish in multiple situations that reflect the use of
different varieties of Spanish. Assessment is based on both your ability to use the language in written
and oral tasks and on your knowledge and understanding of Spanish language and culture.
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GLOBAL RESPONSIBLE LITERACY AND SPANISH: STUDENTS’ LEARNING OUTCOMES

Global responsible literacy is the ability to participate in sociocultural practices by creating,
presenting, and interpreting ideas through oral and written texts in Spanish. It includes written and
oral communication, critical thinking and social responsibility, and appreciation of cultural artifacts,
artistic products, and artistic appreciation and mastery of new technologies.

In Spanish Al, A2, B1.1, and B1.2 courses (Basic and Intermediate Spanish in ACFL) learning
outcomes are introduced. Learners will:

WRITTEN AND ORAL COMMUNICATION

a. Begin to develop communicative abilities in the target language to attain an intermediate level
of written and oral proficiency so as to allow students to participate effectively in formal and
informal conversations concerning a variety of topics: university life, families, hobbies,
childhood, food, health, current events, new technologies, political, cultural, and religious
issues.

b. Begin to develop an intermediate level of proficiency to present and explain information in the
target language in front of an audience related to academic and non-academic topics. Introduce
the writing of a solid final research paper based on an analytical topic (2-3 pages).

CRITICAL THINKING & SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

a. Be introduced to basic descriptions, simple narrations, and basic analytical tools to write short
argumentative essays, and introduction to the basic grammar that accompanies each one of
these three major grammatical functions.

b. Begin to develop social responsibility, tolerance, and a nuanced understanding of the diversity
and richness of the Spanish-speaking world cultures: from basic geographical knowledge to
issues connected to history, politics, current events, and cultural diversity.

ARTISTIC APPRECIATION & NEW TECHNOLOGIES

a. Begin to appreciate and understand non-artistic and artistic cultural products written or
produced in a different language. Introduction to the contextualization and analysis of authentic
and current newspaper articles, brief literature pieces (short stories and poems), and short and
long feature films. Read in the target language with sufficient accuracy so as to understand the
main idea and supporting details and to develop critical thinking analyses ---- in a variety of
short genres: from newspapers articles to short literature pieces and feature films.



b. Begin to work with new technologies and develop digital literacies when studying and learning
new languages and cultures. Begin to participate on blogs, discussion board, and virtual
collaborations. Learners begin to be partially proficient in defining, accessing, and managing,
information in multilingual digital environments. Develop digital projects such as digital stories.

Spoken language and pronunciation will be evaluated in two oral interviews. In these two pre-
scheduled interviews, you and a classmate will converse with each other about topics discussed in
class. You and your partner will be responsible for preparing all situations and one will be chosen for
you upon arriving at your Oral Exam. Your conversations will be based on general themes or topics
covered in class. See the attached grading criteria. If you miss your oral interview, you will not be
allowed to make it up, unless you have a documented excuse. In order to make up your exam, you
must contact your instructor immediately and present him/her with acceptable documentation of the
missed oral interview.

2 WRITTEN EXAMS (30%)

There will be two written exams assessing your comprehension of the material discussed in class and
covered in the textbook. Exams are cumulative. They cover all material previously handled, but will
focus on the most recent chapters. No make-up exams will be administered. Exams are not curved.

FINAL PROJECT: DIGITAL STORY (20%)

For this class, you will prepare a digital story based on your study abroad experience here at
Universidad de Navarra. Digital storytelling combines images and recorded narrative to create short
video stories based on students' study abroad experiences.

Este curso esta disefiado para estudiantes de espafiol como segunda lengua que hayan ya cursado
espafiol A2 o equivalente.

OBJETIVOS:
(1) El desarrollo de habilidades comunicativas orales y escritas en espafiol.

(2) El estudio de textos y artefactos culturales para apreciar la rica cultura del mundo de habla
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hispana.

(3) La comprension del idioma a través del estudio de la gramatica, la ortografia y la sintaxis para
poder escribirlo con coherencia y precision.

Aproximacion pedagadgica. Literacidad global

APROXIMACION PEDAGOGICA DE ILCE

El programa se centra en el desarrollo de las competencias orales y escritas en espafiol, a través de
actividades de interaccion y la participacion activa. Se espera que los estudiantes se impliquen en la
participacion tanto en pequefios como en grandes grupos de trabajo.

LITERACIDAD GLOBAL Y RESULTADOS DE APRENDIZAJE

“Global responsible literacy” o "la literacidad global responsable” mide la capacidad del estudiante de
involucrarse en practicas socioculturales como la creacién, presentacion e interpretacion de ideas a
partir de textos orales y escritos en espafiol. No so6lo engloba la comunicacién oral y escrita sino que
ademas enfatiza el razonamiento critico y la responsabilidad social del alumno para que pueda
apreciar e interpretar adecuadamente el significado de artefactos culturales, artisticos, asi como el
dominio de nuevas tecnologias.

En los cursos de la secuencia basica e intermedia (Al, A2, B1.1 y B1.2) se introducen los resultados
de aprendizaje. Segun estos, el estudiante sera capaz de:

COMUNICACION ORAL Y ESCRITA

a. Comenzar a desarrollar capacidades comunicativas en la lengua meta para alcanzar un nivel
béasico en las competencias orales y escritas que le permita al estudiante participar de forma efectiva
en conversaciones formales e informales acerca de varios temas, como la vida universitaria, la
familia, los pasatiempos, la infancia, la comida, la salud, la actualidad, las nuevas tecnologias, asi
como asuntos sobre politica, cultura y religion.

b. Comenzar a desarrollar un nivel basico para presentar y explicar informacién académica y no
académica en la lengua meta delante de un publico. Escribir una redaccién (ensayo) analitica
consultando fuentes sobre el tema elegido (2-3 paginas, 1000 palabras).

RAZONAMIENTO CRITICO Y RESPONSABILIDAD SOCIAL (CONCIENCIA SOCIAL
RESPONSABLE)
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c. Escribir breves ensayos argumentativos tras la exposicion y el estudio de las tres funciones
basicas: descripcion, narracion y argumentacion, por medio del uso de herramientas analiticas y
nociones gramaticales basicas correspondientes a estas tres funciones.

d. Comenzar a desarrollar una conciencia social responsable, de tolerancia y entendimiento hacia
las ricas y diversas culturas del mundo de habla hispana: desde un conocimiento geografico a temas
historicos, politicos, de actualidad y diversidad cultural.

APRECIACION ARTISTICA Y NUEVAS TECNOLOGIAS

e. Comenzar a apreciar y entender los productos culturales artisticos y no artisticos en otra lengua.
Contextualizar y analizar materiales auténticos como articulos periodisticos, obras literarias breves
(cuentos y poemas), cortos y largometrajes. Leerlos en la lengua meta con suficiente precision para
captar la idea principal de los mismos.

f.  Comenzar a trabajar con nuevas tecnologias y desarrollar literacidades digitales para el estudio
y aprendizaje de nuevas lenguas y culturas. Participar en blogs, foros de debate y colaboraciones
virtuales. Los estudiantes empiezan su dominio para acceder, definir y manejar la informacion en un
entorno digital multilinglie. Desarrollar proyectos digitales como el relato digital.

ESPANOL: LA LENGUA DE LA CLASE

La clase sera impartida en espafiol para la maxima exposicion del estudiante al idioma. El curso tiene
un enfoque comunicativo, por eso también se espera que los alumnos participen e interactiien entre
ellos en espafiol. Si algun estudiante necesita aclaraciones o tiene cualquier duda, puede dirigirse al
instructor en inglés después de clase o en las horas de consulta.

Evaluacion
EVALUACION

La evaluacion y el célculo de las notas reflejan las actividades y materiales de instruccion del curso.
Se evaluara al estudiante en base a los objetivos del curso y los siguientes componentes:
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ASISTENCIA

Como el curso tiene un enfoque comunicativo, la asistencia a clase es fundamental. Se entiende que
siempre hay imprevistos, asi que el curso permite una ausencia sin excusa durante el semestre. Si
algun estudiante tiene ausencias sin justificante, su nota final se vera afectada.

Es la responsabilidad del estudiante de notificar con antelacién a la profesora si no va a asistir a la
clase, asi como contactar a otros comparieros para ver el material que perdio6 en la clase, asi como
las tareas.

Para poder recuperar algin examen u otro material si el estudiante ha estado ausente ese dia, hay
gue aportar un justificante y entregarlo cuanto antes ademas de mantener informado a la profesora.

PARTICIPACION (10%)

Al final de cada semana, el estudiante se autoevaluara su nota de participacion en clase (ver el
criterio de evaluacion). La profesora puede subir o bajar la auto-evaluacién de la nota si cree que no
refleja el nivel de participacién del alumno.

Se evalla el uso del idioma en clase:

- Saludar y despedirse en espafiol

- Usar espafiol en clase con el profesor y entre los compafieros

- El mantener una actitud positiva para participar en las actividades de clase

. La participacion en parejas y en grupos

- El guardar respeto en clase, hacia el material, la profesora y los deméas comparfieros, evitando
usar el mévil para enviar mensajes de texto o redes sociales, asi como el ordenador cuando la
clase no lo requiere.

PARTICIPACION EN ACTIVIDADES DE ILCE: la nota de participacién se completa con la asistencia
del estudiante a actividades promovidas por ILCE: actividades organizadas por el Club de Espafiol o
el Café internacional una vez por semana a las 11:00.

TAREAS (10%)

El estudiante es responsable de completar las tareas en la fecha indicada (planead con tiempo
mirando el calendario). No se aceptan tareas tarde. Si el alumno tiene alguna duda sobre la tarea
para el proximo dia, debe hablar con el profesor durante o después de la clase. Asimismo, debe
realizar una autocorreccion de la seccién “Méas ejercicios” del manual marcando los errores con un



color diferente. Las soluciones estaran disponibles en ADI.

2 REDACCIONES (20%)

Habréa dos redacciones en el curso y cada una tendra dos borradores. El primer borrador se escribira
en el taller en clase (mirad las fechas en el calendario del curso). La nota se divide: participacion y
redaccion en el taller de clase (40%), borrador final (50%) y correccion y revision de la version final
(10%).

No perdais la asistencia a clase en los dias del taller ya que es parte de la nota. Los dias del Taller
de escritura traed el ordenador a clase.

2 EXAMEN ES ORALES (10%)
