In order to
reinforce the knowledge acquisition, the presentation will be complemented with public debates,
audiovisual resources exhibitions, computer practices and international cases resolution contests
employing the main international organizations’ databases.

Educational Activities

Formative Activities

All the aspects of the classes (schedule, activities, etc) will be adapted to the student
shift system implemented to maximize the protection of the students.

Oral presentations: The student must perform, in groups, an oral presentation on
a international topic. The teacher will guide both the subject choice and the
subsequent debate. The oral presentation can include graphs, pictures, audiovisual
elements and Powerpoint presentation. Both the research work and the presentation
will be assessed. After the exposition, a debate moderated by the professor will be
performed with the rest of the students on the topic explained.
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In total: 20% of the final mark.

In order to acquire the necessary knowledge, the professor will explain how to
research employing the UN Treaty database and, subsequentially, will present
different questions related to World Politics. The student will have to solve it, in
groups, by accessing the main international institutions’ databases like the UN
Treaty database. Teamworking skills, creativity, criteria and empiric-based answers
will be assessed.

Short essays and debates: For each lesson, the professor will upload a small
reading on the lesson’s main ideas and a list of short questions. The student will
have to read it, reflect about it and critically answer the questions briefly and
concisely in a document. In each lesson a small debate will be conducted where the
students will participate, in turns, to share their views and ideas that have been
reflected in the document. At the end of the semester, the student will submit to the
professor all the answers that has been elaborating during the course in a single
document. Both the participation in the debates and the writing job will be assessed.
Critical thinking, creativity, and capacity to dialogue and debate constructively will be
valued.

The short essays and debate activity will have a weight of 10% in the final mark.

For the students who will have to attend the classes online, digital tools will be
provided to participate in the debates, dialogues and oral expositions.

The final mark of the course will be based on the elements listed below. Both the
practical part and the theoretical part must be passed in order to pass the course:

| Final Exam: 70% of the final mark

The final exam will consist of a series of questions in which the student must
demonstrate the acquisition of the theoretical knowledge taught in the subject.

Il Practical part: 30% of the final mark

Il.I Oral activities

Set of oral presentations in which the student will deep in International Relations
aspects and specific cases. These exhibitions will be held in groups and the grade
will be the same for all group members.

In order to learn how to find international information, a set of International Relations
real cases presented to the students and they will solve them in groups using the
main international organizations databases, legislation, and international
jurisprudence. The note will be the same for all the members of the group.

Value: 20 % of the final mark.

[I.Il Short essays and debates

Individual research deepening in World Politics readings through a Q&A document
and a debate on the answers. The document must be done individually and there will
be a brief debate with all the class for each reading on the conclusions reached by
the student.

Value: 10% of the final mark.

Actividades formativas

The course will be taught as a seminar, with assigned readings and class discussions, as well as
individual and group projects.

1. Students are required to read the assigned texts. See the program for the books. The short texts will
be uploadad on ADI.

2. Individual papers: students will write 3 individual papers which will be submitted on the a specific due
date. Late papers will be penalized with point subtractions. Students not in the LEC degree will have to
submit a 4th paper. LEC students have to work on their First Year Project.

3. Group projects: students will work on 3 groups projects (groups of 3-4, assigned by the professor).

4. Participation in class discussions is essential. Students must be prepared to speak about the texts, to
analyze in written form, and further the discussions.

5. A final, oral, exam.

Evaluacion

T'he class will function as a seminar, with students reading the critical and
creative texts assigned, working on the assignments, and participating
actively in discussions. Because of the hybrid nature of this year’s teaching,
we will have diverse forms of class discussions, as noted below.

For students in the Americas, the classes will be filmed and you must
watch them the day of class. The videos will be removed at the end of the
day.

For students in Europe and Asia, the class schedule allows for you to log
on and participate during regular class times. You will thus be required to
attend class at the established time.

Grading system:
25%: 3 Individual projects/essays
20%: 2 Group projects
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20%: Class patrticipation (for students who are in the classroom, physically
or virtually). Students with official “Exencion de la presencialidad” and
cannot attend the classes simultaneously will receive this part of the grade
through two online meetings, the first one the week of Sept 28-Oct 2 and
the second one the week of October 26-30.

25%: If we are able to come to the classroom, students may choose
between a doing a written or an oral final exam. If, because of university or
personal confinement, the student cannot come to class, the exam will be
an oral exam.

10%: LEC students: Final Year Project. Students in other degrees: a critical
essay.
